Regulations 

1. Organization
The 4th Asiana International Short Film Festival (AISFF 2006) is presented by the AISFF Executive Committee.  

2. Objectives
1) The 4th Asiana International Short Film Festival is a part of the Mecenat movements and a culture and art sponsor business of the Asiana Airlines, Inc., which aims to encourage the unique cinematic creativity of the short film genre and to strongly support future media culture. 
2) The Asiana International Short Film Festival, as an international competitive film festival, will introduce diverse genres of short films to the international audiences and contribute to establish the festival’s filmmakers in the international community. 
3) The Asiana International Short Film Festival aims to expand the alternative arena of distribution and marketing of short films, through post festival screenings such as the In-Flight screenings and others. 

3. Festival Dates and Venue 
The 4th Asiana International Short Film Festival will be held from November 9 to 14, 2006 in the heart of Seoul, Korea. 

4. Program 
The 4th Asiana International Short Film Festival consists of international competitive program and non-competitive special program.  

1) International Competition

Open to all the international short filmmakers, the awards of the Asiana International Short Film Festival are as followings;

	To promote the marketing and alternative distribution of short films, the Asiana International Short Film Festival provides license fees for in-flight screenings of the selected films in ‘In-Flight Screening Program’ apart from the following awards (see 12. Post-Festival screening).


Grand Prize  
- 15 million Won (around US $15,000), a trophy, 2 round trip flight tickets  

Special Jury Award  
- 5 million Won (around US $5,000), a trophy, 2 round trip flight tickets  

New Filmmaker Award_International   
- 5 million won (around US $5,000), a trophy, 2 round trip flight tickets   

New Filmmaker Award_National    
- 5 million won (around US $5,000), a trophy, 2 round trip flight tickets   

Ani-Mentary Award  
- 3 million Won (around US $3,000), a trophy, 2 round trip flight tickets  

AISFF Audience Award
- 1 million Won (around US $1,000), a trophy, 2 round trip flight tickets  

Face in Shorts Award  
- 1 million Won (around US $1,000), a trophy, 2 round trip flight tickets 

* In addition to the awards stated above, there are other awards provided by the festival’s corporate sponsors. 

2) Special Program
The festival programmer will select a theme for the AISFF 2006 and invite outstanding films that best express the theme. 

5. Eligibility of International Competition

1) The AISFF 2006 accepts short films produced after January 2005, in any type and genre of fiction/non-fiction, animation/live action film with maximum 30 minutes in length. 

2) The screening format should be 35mm film, 16mm film, or Beta (NTSC), Digi-Beta (NTSC), 6mm digital video. Unless dialogue is in English, the print or the video should have English subtitles. 

3) The entry deadline is July 31, 2006. 
4) The entry fee is none. 

5) Enclosures (All documents must be in English & its own Language.)

- Preview copy VHS(NTSC/PAL) or DVD(NTSC/PAL) with English subtitles. The preview copy must be the same version as the print or the video to be screened at the festival

6) How to Download the Entry Form

1. The entry form of the AISFF 2006 is available for download from the website (www.aisff.org). The completed entry form should be sent by e-mail (entry@aisff.org) or Fax. 

2. The required materials must be sent with the entry form to the address below by regular mail. The postmark deadline is July 31. Be sure to mark all materials: "FOR TEMPORARY, CULTURAL PURPOSE ONLY. NO COMMERCIAL VALUE".

6. Selection for International Competition 
1) The films for International Competition will be selected by the festival programmer and the preliminary jury and be individually announced after Sept. 18, 2006. 

2) International Competition Juries are appointed by the festival executive committee. 

3) The selected films for International Competition cannot be withdrawn after Sept. 18, 2006. 

4) The submitted preview copy will not be returned. 

7. Shipment of Prints and Liability 
1) The prints and videocassettes for screening at the International Competition must reach the AISFF office before Oct. 20, 2006. 

2) The prints and videocassettes for screening at Special Program must reach the AISFF office before Oct. 20, 2006. 

3) Immediately after the shipment of print, a copy of the Airway Bill must be faxed to the AISFF office with an indication of the method, date and the flight number of airfreight. Also a copy of the invoice including the name of sender, film title and format, number of reels, and the condition of color or B&W film must be faxed as well. However, the original copy of invoice must be sent with the print. 

4) The 4th Asiana International Short Film Festival covers the cost of shipment only if the print is sent via festival's officially designated courier service. When other courier service is preferable, the cost will be determined under the negotiation with the Asiana International Short Film Festival Executive Committee. 
5) The Asiana International Short Film Festival covers the cost of domestic transport for Korean films including foreign co-production films, and also foreign films with Korean distributor. The Asiana International Short Film Festival is not responsible for customs fee or transport fee incurred by international import and export of prints. 

6) All prints will be returned to the address stated in the entry form within 3 weeks after the closing day of the festival. 
8. Insurance 
1) The official courier service of Asiana International Short Film Festival is insured for the liability of round-way print shipments. 

2) In case the print is damaged or lost while in the festival’s possession, the Asiana International Short Film Festival will be responsible for the costs involved in making a new print. If the print is subtitled, the festival will reimburse the subtitling costs as well. 

9. Screening 
Each film will be screened no more than 3 times during the festival period according to the international regulation. The number, date, and the theatre of screenings are determined by the Asiana Internaitonal Short Film Festival. 
10. Use of Promotional Excerpts 

1) The excerpts from the submitted films may be used for the festival publicity. The total duration of the film excerpts is at minimum 100 seconds of the film’s length for the EPK clips. In need of exceeding this length, the festival will confer with the corresponding copyright holder. 
2) The submitted trailers may be used for the festival promotion, including publicity at the in-flight screenings. 

3) All submitted documents would be used to publish the AISFF 2006 catalogues. 

11. Tape Management for AISFF Archive

The selected films for International Competition will be archived as a form of 6mm DV with the consent of the copyright holder in order to be used for post-festival screenings(see 12. Post-Festival screening). 

12. Post-Festival screening

The 4th Asiana International Short Film Festival aims to promote the following screenings to expand the market of short films and independent films for alternative distribution. 

1) In-Flight Screening Program
- The selected films in ‘In-Flight Screening Program’ of the 4th Asiana International Short Film Festival will be screened on international flights and selected domestic flights of the Asiana Airlines for maximum a month per each film from January to June of 2007. AISFF provides the license fees for this screenings apart from the awards. 

2) Non commercial screening & Touring Festival

- All films of the AISFF 2006 may be re-screened at the non-commercial screenings organized by the Asiana International Short Film Festival or other touring international film festivals. In this case, the films will be screened with the consent of the copyright holder. 
3) TV broadcasting (nationwide TV, Cable, Satellite) & DMB(Digital Multimedia Broadcasting)

- The 4th Asiana International Short Film Festival aims to produce special programs of the AISFF 2006 on broadcasting. In this case, the films will be screened with the consent of the copyright holder. 

4) Before each screening-1)~3), the festival will confer with the corresponding copyright holder regarding the license fee. However, in case of in-flight screenings, the festival assumes all the selected films in ‘In-Flight Screening Program’ have agreed to have their films screened at the in-flight screenings. 

13. Agreement

It is assumed that regulations are in force once film distributors, agents, or producers submit their signed entry form to the Asiana International Short Film Festival.  
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
